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Introduction to WP 7

The project WP had the following general objective: Setting-up a communication network
connecting LAC countries’ research networks for accomplishing the project’s aims and to
implement the use of the tools and infrastructure provided within the project’s activities

The general objective unfolded in five tasks, as indicated below:
Task 7.1. Activating the existing research network

Task 7.2. Stimulating the activity of LAC health-related structures (i.e. medicine and public
health schools) to improve the quality of academic communication and allow researchers
to apply common technical standards in scientific writing

Task 7.3. Stimulating the activity of LAC learned societies and professional associations in
the field of public health to improve the quality of academic communication thereby leading
to scientists being able to apply guidelines in a fruitful way for ensuring the quality of
scientific writing

Task 7.4. Closely linking technical and scientific institutions to the concept of open-access
to scientific knowledge and promoting users’ education for high quality production of
scientific publications

Task 7.5. Disseminating the project’s scope by raising increasing interest in the objectives,
tools and infrastructures set within the project’s activities

The project proposed three products which should have been obtained by the dates so
indicated, from February 2009 onwards.

Deliverable 7.1. Existing research networks will be gradually enhanced. The following
structures will be involved: the Andean and Caribean Health Systems and Policy Research
Network (Red Andina y del Caribe de Investigacion en Sistemas y Politicas de Salud), the
Southern Cone Health Systems and Services Network (Red de Investigacion en Sistemas
y Servicios de Salud del Cono Sur) and the Central-American Health Systems Research
Network (Red Centroamericana de Investigacion en Sistemas de Salud). Other institutions
acting in the field of health research and scientific communication will be activated.

Deliverable 7.2. The relationship with schools of public health, professional associations,
learned societies and national academies of medicine and public health societies will be
developed together with the first step. This will imply defining agreements with health-
related structures at operating international levels of excellence, such as the Latin-
American Association of Schools of Public Health (Asociacién Latinoamericana de
Escuelas de Salud Publica - ALAESP) and the Federation of Medicine and Nursing
Faculties (Federacion de Facultades de Medicina y Enfermeria).

Deliverable 7.3. The deep involvement of scientific and technical institutions in enabling
researchers to adopt the open-access scientific concept and apply standard methods in
scientific writing will be achieved reached by further education activities in these areas.

Month of delivery 32

The first report (corresponding to deliverable 7.1) was presented in October 2009. This
report highlighted the fact that activity during the first phase was centred on spreading
news of the project and strengthening scientific investigation in networks and institutions.
The range of how such news was spread led to involving many institutions in the project
and producing much interest in it. However, it was also evident that a deeper relationship
had to be constructed, one which was committed to the project’'s objectives by the
interested institutions. Such recognition of the first phase and the teaching involved in it
were taken into account for the second phase when establishing more precisely how
participation in the project could be promoted.

The present report deals with presenting project developments corresponding to
deliverable 7.2, or the second phase. It can be seen that this deliverable’s content was
directly related to tasks 7.2, 7.3 and 7.5.

The task of raising awareness of the project and issuing an invitation to become involved
in it were continued during the second phase. Activity in this phase was centred on
international institutions whose participation in the project is regarded as being essential
(Asociacion Latinoamericana de Escuelas de Salud Publica - ALAESP, Asociaciones
Nacionales de Medicina y Enfermeria and the Federaciéon de Facultades de Medicina y
Enfermeria). Activities were orientated towards involving Colombian institutions in the
project which operate in the field of health research and strengthening their research
ability, emphasising scientific writing and open-access to scientific information.

Likewise, advances were made in formalising other countries and international bodies’
commitments with Colombian institutions which will lead to making progress with training in
the future, based on NECOBELAC project objectives.

The activities indicated below were carried out from November 2009 to September 2010
as part of the proposed scheme.

Participation in the first T1 course in Sao Paulo, April 13™-15" 2010.

The following tasks were undertaken based on prior experience and participation in the
first T1 course in Sao Paulo:

- Defining the dates for running T2 courses and the T1 y course in Colombia.
- Invitations were issued for attending T2 and T1 courses. This work is ongoing.

The T1 El course will be held in Bogota from the 9" to 11" November 2010 and this is
currently being prepared.

Programming for the T2 courses in Colombia is as follows:

Scientific writing:
- August 3 and 4"
- September 7" and 8"
- October 12" and 13"

Open-access and repositories:
- August 5" and 6"
- September 9" and 10™
- October 14" and 15"

The courses planned for August and September have been run to date. Information
regarding this can be found in Appendix 1 and a file containing the poster advertising the
event is attached.

4. Involvement in the project

A new list of institutions showing interest in filling in the questionnaire for becoming part of
the project has been drawn up. Information about the project has been sent to these
institutions and their involvement is being followed-up

The following Colombian institutions may thus be singled out:

A lot of work is being done to provide Central-American and Caribbean health institutions
with information to establish commitments leading to the third T1 course being organised
in this region.

5. The journal network
The Colombian scientific journal network (Red de Revistas Cientificas Colombianas) is

becoming involved in the NECOBELAC project (http://www.revmed.unal.edu.co/revcol/
index.html). This has led to the network being updated and its web page re-launched.

6. Publishing articles written by partners in the Revista de Salud Publica

The Revista de Salud Publica has been made available for publishing articles written by
NECOBELAC partners. However, no proposals have been received to date.

Analysis and conclusions

Broad dissemination of the project has been achieved; its scope, focus and methods are
now well-known by the selected institutions. Likewise, the NECOBELAC project has been
consolidated during the second phase in terms of participation and relationships with
health and public health institutions in both the national setting and in Latin-America and
Caribbean countries.

However, most institutions who are interested and have participated in different ways in
the project’s activities consider that their participation does not need to be formalised by
means of agreement documents or something similar. Some of them have shown
agreement with commitment documents in the form of letters of intension. The latter is the
option which we have been using.

Preparing and running T2 courses has been successful and we have detected institutional
needs which mean that we will have to run several courses during 2011.

We thus estimate that efforts must be concentrated on the project’s three main thrusts:
disseminating information about the project, training and working as part of a network.
